Alaska 2006 exports could top US$4 billion

Alaska's exports of seafood, zinc and other minerals, fertilizer production and other products should
top US$4 billion for the first time last year when the final numbers are tallied, the head of the World
Trade Center Alaska, Greg Wolf, said Monday. The expected US$4 billion total would represent an 11
percent increase over 2005, Wolf said. He noted that some of the increases are due to higher prices
for Alaska exports, rather than more products being shipped to foreign buyers. Fish and seafood
accounted for half of exports, or about US$2 billion. Minerals such as zinc totaled about one-quarter of
the exports, or about US$1 billion. Japan got about 25 percent of the exports, based on value,
followed by South Korea at 18 percent, China at 12 percent and Canada at 11 percent.

Financing for exploration in Yugra increased forty fold

Currently, not only hydrocarbon deposits are developed in the Okrug but other mineral deposits are
explored too. In 2005, only 10 million rubles (US$365,000) were allocated for exploration. Last year,
247.5 million rubles (US$9.4 million) and 170 million rubles (US$6.5 million) were allocated for
exploration from the federal and the regional budgets respectively. 33 deposits have already been
explored in the Ural part of the Autonomous Okrug, including 7 brown coal deposits, 7 quartz deposits,
17 gold deposits (3 bed-rock gold deposits and 14 placer gold deposits) and 2 zeolite deposits.

Russian government approved Sakha Republic’'s development program

The Republic’s President, Vyacheslav Shtyrov, said 2.5 trillion rubles (US$93.2 billion) would be spent
on major industrial projects by 2020. When implemented, the development program will cause the
region’s gross product to grow 2.8 times, investments twofold, and the population income 3.6 times.
Currently the region rates 22nd in Russia as to the quality of life, while its Gross Regional Product in
2005 was number five. Shtyrov added that the program would end the Sakha Republic’'s dependence
on subsidies by 2012.

Wages arrears decreasing in Krasnoyarsk Krai faster than in the rest of Russia

According to the Vice Governor of the Krasnoyarsk Krai, the total wage arrears in the region amounted
to 69 million rubles (US$2.6 million) as of January 1, 2007. The arrears have decreased by 53.2%
compared with the same period for 2006. The decreasing rate across the Russian Federation
represented only 25%. 74.2% of the total amount of arrears was registered at companies undergoing
various stages of bankruptcy.

Bitter-cold weather raises electricity consumption to record levels

Early on Wednesday morning, the average hourly consumption of electricity temporarily reached an
all-time record of 14,970 megawatts, reported the national electricity transmission grid operator
Fingrid. The previous record was from January 2006, when the consumption reached 14,860 MW.
After an exceptionally mild start to the winter, Finland has slipped into deep-freeze mode with a
vengeance. Overnight between Tuesday and Wednesday, a temperature of nearly -30°C was
measured in Oulu, while the temperature in the Naruska region in Eastern Finnish Lapland was down
to -39.9°C.

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Gas output to prop in Daging

China's biggest oilfield, facing depleting output, is increasingly relying on natural gas to maintain
production levels. By 2005, proven gas reserves in Daqing in Heilongjiang Province hit 400 billion
cubic meters (bcm) but the focus now is on extracting deep natural gas, whose reserves are estimated
at 1,200 bcm. Deep natural gas exists in deposits far underground at typical depths of around 3,000
meters, way beyond conventional drilling depths, which are usually only a few hundred meters.

In
Sapporo, the Meteorological office said the average temperature in late January, the time the sculptors
build their works, was minus 1.8 degrees Celsius, 3.1 degrees higher than in an average year.

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S. Korea's population hits 49 million, set to reach 50 million in five years

South Korea's population has broken 49 million and is set to reach the milestone of 50 million in five
years, government data showed Friday. The data also reflected the country's aging population with a
sharp decrease in births over past decades. South Korea's registered population as of 2006 totaled
49,024,737. Nearly half of the population, or 48.5 percent, live in Seoul and its surrounding Gyeonggi
Province, where the country's industrial, political and social facilities are concentrated. Areas with the
lowest population densities mostly belonged to Gangwon Province near the demilitarized zone along
the border with North Korea. As for the country's aging population, the number of people aged 65 and
older was up 0.5 percent
